➢ How have those faith moments effected my journey through life? 
➢ Who are the significant people of faith that have informed my 

journey? 
 

The faith journey is somewhat of a paradox – sometimes it’s deeply fulfilling;  

sometimes deeply challenging;  sometimes joyful;  sometimes painful. 

When we take time to reflect, such as I’m suggesting with the questions 

above, we hopefully come to the realisation that our Lord has always been 

present to us – always guiding; always leading; always loving … – and so we 

can sing, as we will on Sunday morning, “We are the broken, You are the healer 

… You are the love song we'll sing forever …”  (from Be unto your name),  and 

proclaim with the Psalmist, “… great is the Lord and most worthy of praise …” 

(Psalm 96:4). 

Blessings to you as we participate in worship at the Vines this Sunday, as we 

listen to Irene’s story, and as we reflect on the wonder of God’s Presence in 

our lives.
