THE GRAPEVINE – 19th April 2026 

My dear friends, 

We don’t know each other yet, but I am already feeling the warmth of your 
welcome!  I am really looking forward to getting to know you all and to 
ministering at The Vines.  It’s a new start for you, and a new start for me – 

together, we are embarking on an adventure        

This Sunday we begin that adventure together, as we look at some of the things 
that happened after that very first Easter more than 2000 years ago.  The friends 
of Jesus were about to embark on the biggest adventure of their lives, and we will 
enter into their experience over the next few weeks.  How would you have 
reacted, had you been there with the disciples?  Would you have been at the foot 
of the cross, weeping?  Or might you have been standing at a distance, horrified 
and rooted to the spot?  Afterwards, would you have hidden away with the 
others?  Or maybe set out for home, thinking that you needed a change of 
direction? 

And then, if you had been in the upper room with the others when Jesus 
appeared, how would you have responded?

It’s important that we put ourselves into 
the story, and look into our own hearts to see how we would have responded to 
the risen Jesus.  And, of course, he is the same risen Jesus to whom we are invited 
to respond today, in the here and now! 

Let us meet on Sunday with joy, and with anticipation, to worship the crucified 
risen Jesus.  We are following in the footsteps of all those believers who have 
gone before us and we, like them and like Thomas, can only look in wonder and 
adoration as we breathe the words “My Lord and my God!”
